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Antigone 1

1.creon realizes he was not in the right by siding with eteocles but is too arrogant and hubristic to admit it so he goes forward with desecrating polyneices in order to outwardly make it seem like he is in the right

2. haemon is not really justified, according to the culture to speak to his father this way but his love for antigone impels him. It is also why he starts out speaking less harshly than he ends up. Only gets angry when creon will not budge.

3. creon only relents when his kingdom and rule begin to disintegrate. he is not honoring what the gods would sanction. Hubris makes him think he can defy the will of the gods because he is a king

Agamemnon 5

1.  Agamemnon cautions Odysseus to not reveal all of anything to his wife because women cannot be trusted. He also tells him to return home secretly.

3. What he tells him is necessary, both things. The admonition to return home secretly saves him from the suitors but the doubt he puts in Odysseus’ head about women makes him careful with Penelope, even though he was told she was pure and honest. His skepticism helps her recognize him as not being an impostor. 

Agamemnon 2

1. Agamemnon steals Brisies because Achilleus was the one to oppose his idea that someone would have to give up their concubine because he lost Chryseis. This is an example of childishness and certainly does not befit a king. 

2. Achilleus is the best fighter they have and he knows they will not likely win without his help but he still does not relent. Hubris and arrogance and even jealous insecurity.

3. he only relents after the Acheans are losing badly and he realizes he desperately needs Achilleus. Despite the incredible amount of gifts he offers, he never himself speaks to Achilleus and more importantly never admits he was wrong or apologizes.

He is acting in a manner very unbecoming a king, especially one that needs to be a leader of such disparate forces.
