Lorenzo DiMedici – Person to who The Prince was written for.

4. Gawain

Bertilak De Hautdesert – green knight’s alter ego

Lady bertilak – duh

Morgan Le Fay – Soreceress and arthur’s sister

Gringolet – Gawain’s horse

4. Courtier

Pietro Bembo – Gives final Platonic speech at end of book.

Lodovico Canossa – one of the speakers.

Elisabetta Gonzaga – Duchess of Urbino

Emilia Pia – Person the Duchess relies on to start the games.

5. Chaucer

Pardoner – tells haunting tale, semi-autobiographical

Miller – Tells ribald tale of love triangle, fablieau

Prioress – much more fashionable than she should be, example of a person not fitting their role.

Wife of Bath – strong, unapologetic woman. Many marriages.

Monk – not very holy or ascetic. Worldly person.

King – Hal’s father, unremarkable character.

Hal, The Prince – seems to be wasting his life but is getting real experience outside of the court.
