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These are the materials I have assembled so far but I have not yet been able to go through them thoroughly enough to formulate the ideas of the role each will specifically have in supporting my premise. I have made a few notes below, mostly about the works relating to Mishima as he is much harder to pin down in English language analysis. My basic premise is that Mizoguchi (main character in the Mishima novel) is very much patterned on Raskolnikov in many ways. The most significant parallel is Raskolnikov being a conflict between reason and feeling and Mizoguchi being tormented by beauty and ugliness simultaneously. Both are also involved with savior and tempter characters and both also shy away from society out of contradictory impulses of arrogance and insecurity.
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
